
  
 

SHERIFF GENE CARY REPORTS THE FOLLOWING 
ONGOING ACTIVITIES FOR THE YEAR AND 

NARRATIVE EXCERPTS FROM THE WEEK ENDING March 24, 2008 
 
 

 
03/17  Barbara Pederson, Viroqua,  reported a stray husky-type dog in her yard.  
The owner was contacted and given a warning for dogs running at large.  
 
03/18  Ashley Swiggum, Cashton, lost control of her vehicle on a curve of Dell 
Road, Town of Clinton and slid straight ahead into the snow bank.  The car 
suffered undercarriage and front end damage, but no injuries were reported at 
the time of the accident.  
 
03/18  Snowy roads contributed to Niki Paisley spinning out of control, crossing 
the centerline and rolling her vehicle into the ditch of US Highway 14, Town of 
Kickapoo.   The totaled car came to a rest facing the opposite direction of travel 
and Niki reported minor injuries.
